1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1.  "ELEKS Foundation" Charity Fund (hereinafter referred to as the “Foundation”) is a charitable
organization in the form of a charitable foundation, established and operating in accordance with the Constitution of
Ukraine, the Law of Ukraine “On Charity Work and Charity Organizations”, other regulatory and legal acts
governing charity and charitable activities, and these Charter.
1.2. Name of the Foundation:

1) in Ukrainian: BJIATOJIIMHUIA ®OH]T «®ynaauis EJIEKCy;

2) in English: “ELEKS FOUNDATION” CHARITY FUND.

- Abbreviated name:

1) in Ukrainian: B® «®ynnauis EJIEKC»;

2) in English: «kELEKS FOUNDATION» CF.
1.3.  The Foundation does not aim to generate and distribute profits among its founders, participants, members of
management bodies, other related persons, or employees of the Foundation, and operates in accordance with
Ukrainian law. :
1.4.  The Foundation has the status of a private legal entity from the moment of its state registration, is a non-
profit organization, has separate property, maintains an independent balance sheet, and opens current and foreign
currency accounts with banking institutions.
1.5.  The Foundation interacts with trade unions, public associations, religious organizations, environmental and
health organizations and foundations, including foreign ones, other legal entities and individuals whose activities
.contribute to the achievement of the Foundation’s objectives.

2. GOALS, OBJECTIVES, AND AREAS OF CHARITABLE ACTIVITIES

2.1. The purpose of the Foundation is to provide charitable assistance to promote Ukraine’s defense capabilities and
mobilization readiness in repelling and deterring armed aggression by the russian federation against Ukraine, as
well as to assist persons affected by armed aggression, and to develop and support this area in the public interest.
The Foundation carries out charitable activities without the aim of obtaining and distributing profits among its
founders, members of management bodies, other related persons, or employees of the Foundation.
2.2. The objectives of the Foundation’s charitable activities are to provide charitable assistance to those in need:
2.2.1. Ukraine’s security and defence forces, including the Armed Forces of Ukraine, other military formations
established in accordance with the laws of Ukraine, law enforcement and intelligence agencies special purpose
agencies with law enforcement functions, which are entrusted by the Constitutior and laws of Ukraine with the
functions of ensuring the defence of the state, etc.;
2.2.2. military personnel, combatants, volunteer:,, and other individuals who defend Ukraine from the almbd
aggression of russian federation;
2.2.3. military personnel, combatants, volunteers, and other individuals who have been wounded while defending
Ukraine from the armed aggression of russian federation;
2.2.4. families, relatives of military personnel, .combatants, vo]unteers and other individuals who died defendmg
Ukraine from armed aggression by russian federation;
2.2.5. victims of armed aggression by russian federation. accidents, the crisis situation in Ukraine, as S well as
refugees and persons in difficult life circumstances;
2.2.6. other non-profit organizations whose charitable activities correspond to or are identical to the goals and
objectives of the Foundation (including organizations involved in providing military personnel, combatants,
volunteers, and other individuals defending Ukraine with equnpment technology protective gear, clothmg, tram:ng,
ete.); : ,
2.2.7. local communities, as well as other private !egal entities, in the areas of charitable activities defined by this
Charter. ' :
2.3. The Foundation's charitable activities cover the Sfollowing areas:
1) promoting Ukraine’s defence capability and mobilisation readiness, protecting the population in emergencies

. during peacetime and wartime;
2) assisting victims of armed contflicts, as well as refugees and persons in difficult life circumstances;
3) developing Ukraine’s international cooperation.
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2.4. In order to achieve its statutory objectives, the Foundation shall, in accordance with the procedure
established by law, perform the following tasks and carry out the following activities:
- raises funds from donors — individuals (residents and non-residents), legal entities (residents and non-
residents), other charitable organisations, including international ones;
- organises the management of collected funds (charitable endowments) with the aim of preserving and
increasing the amount of funds used to provide assistance;
- provides assistance, develops and implements programmes aimed at achieving the Foundation’s objectives;
- other tasks aimed at achieving the Foundation’s objectives.
2.5.  The Foundation carries out charitable activities in the following main areas:
- free transfer of funds, other property to beneficiaries, as well as free transfer of property rights to
beneficiaries;
- targeted non-repayable aid in cash or in-kind form;
- free transfer to beneficiaries of the right to use and other real rights to property and property rights;
- free transfer to beneficiaries of income from property and property rights;
- free provision of services and performance of work for the benefit of beneficiaries;
- charitable joint activities and performance of other contracts (agreements) on charitable activities, including
with foreign charitable organisations;
- public collection of charitable donations;
- management of charitable endowments;
- financing of targeted programmes;
- assumption of expenses for free, full or partial maintenance of charitable objects;
- provision of direct assistance through personal labour, services or transfer of the results of personal creative
activity;
- holding of charitable auctions, non-monetary lotteries, competitions and other charitable events not
prohibited by law;
- conducting informational events and campaigns aimed at promoting the goals and objectives of the
Foundation;
- formation the material and technical base of the Foundation by purchasing the necessary inventory,
equipment, consumables and other material assets, as well as by attracting voluntary donations aimed at
achieving the goals of the Foundation.
2.6.  The Foundation shall not be entitled to provide charitable assistance to political parties or on behalf of
political parties, or to participate in election campaigning.

3. FOUNDATION MEMBEERS, THEIR RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS

3.1. Members of the Foundation may be citizens of Ukraine, foreigners and stateless persons who have reached
the age of 18 and share the goals, objectives and the Charter of the Foundation, comply with the decisions of the
Foundation’s management bodies and participate in its activities (hereinafter referred to as “Members”). Individuals
who publicly deny or support the armed aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine, the establishment and
consolidation of the temporary occupation of parts of Ukraine’s territory, or who have not ceased or suspended their
economic (including business) activities within the territory of the russian federation during the period of martial
law in Ukraine introduced in response to the armed aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine, may not
become Members of the Foundation.

3.2. Members of the Foundation may be legal entities (except for state authormes local 5elf—government bodies,
and other legal entities under public law) that share the goals, objectives, and the Charter of the Foundation, have
decided to participate in the activities of the Foundation and have appointed an authorised representative, and have
provided financial or other property assistance to the Foundation at the request of the Foundation. Legal entities
may not become Members of the Foundation if their ultimate beneficial owners are citizens of the russian
federation, or if their authorized representatives and/or officials publicly deny or support the armed aggression of
the russian federation against Ukraine, the establishment and consolidation of the temporary occupation of parts of
Ukraine’s territory, or have not ceased or suspended their economic (including commercial) activities within the
territory of the russian federation during the period of martial law in Ukraine introduced in response to the armed
aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine.

3.3.  All founders of the Foundation shall be its members from the moment of the Foundation’s state registration.
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3.4.  State authorities and local self-government bodies, as well as state and municipal enterprises, institutions,
organisations of Ukraine financed from the budget, and other legal entities under public law may not be founders or
members of the Foundation.
3.5.  Persons who are not founders of the Foundation may be admitted as Members of the Foundation in
accordance with the procedure established by this Charter.
3.6.  Anindividual may join or withdraw from the Foundation on the basis of a written application addressed to
the Director of the Foundation. A legal entity may join or withdraw from the Foundation on the basis of a written
application from its manager or representative addressed to the Director of the Foundation. The applications
referred to in this paragraph may be submitted electronically by sending an application signed with an electronic
signature in accordance with the procedure established by the current legislation of Ukraine regulating the provision
of electronic trust services and electronic identification to the Foundation’s email address.
3.7.  Decisions on accepting members into the Foundation or rejecting applications, as well as decisions on
exclusion and withdrawal from the Foundation, shall be made and adopted by the General Meeting of the
Foundation members.
3.8.  The General Meeting of the Foundation may decide to admit a natural person or legal entity to the
Foundation under certain conditions, if the person concerned:
1) acknowledges the provisions of the Foundation’s founding documents;
2) acknowledges the Foundation’s objectives and tasks;
3) will promote the Foundation’s activities.
3.9.  Members of the Foundation — legal entities — exercise their rights and obligations through their authorised
persons and/or representatives.
3.10. Membership in the Foundation may be terminated by decision of the General Meeting of the Foundation
without the consent of the member in respect of whom such a decision is made, in the following cases:
1) non-compliance by a member with the statutory requirements of the Foundation;
2) non-payment of the entrance fee or non-payment of membership, special-purpose and other contributions in
accordance with the procedure established by the Director of the Foundation;
3) committing actions that discredit the Foundation, damage the reputation of the Foundation or the interests of
donors or recipients of charitable assistance;
4) committing other actions that contradict the program objectives, internal and statutory documents of the
Foundation;
5) failure of a member of the Foundation to perform their official duties.
3.12, Members of the Foundation shall have the right to:
1) participate in the statutory activities and events of the Foundation;
2) receive reports from the Foundation;
3) participate in the activities of the Foundation’s management bodies in accordance with its Charter;
4) submit requests to the Foundation’s management bodies regarding its activities, the state of its property, the
sources of income and the use of the Foundation’s funds, and receive verbal and written explanations;
5) hear reports from the Director of the Foundation on the results of its activities, as well as from other
management bodies that may be formed;
6) submit proposals to all bodies of the Foundation on issues related to its activities;
7) freely terminate membership in the Foundation by submitting a corresponding application for such
termination.
3.13. Members of the Foundation are obliges to:
1) comply with the requirements of the Charter and decisions of the Foundation governing bodies;
2) contribute to the achievement of the Foundation’s goals and objectives;
3) participate in events held by the Foundation in accordance with the established procedure;
4) refrain from actions that discredit or may discredit the Foundation or cause it damage;
5) provide the Foundation’s governing bodies with information necessary for the fulfilment of its goals and
statutory tasks upon request; :
6) promote the goals, objectives, statutory tasks and activities of the Foundation.
3.14.  Members who have left the Foundation shall not be refunded their membership, admission, special-purpose
and other contributions.
4. FOUNDATION MANAGEMENT BODIES




Translation from Ukrainian into English

4.1. The governing bodies of the Foundation are:
4.1.1. The highest governing body is the General Meeting of Foundation Members (hereinafter referred to as the
“General Meeting™);

4.1.2. The sole executive body is the Director of the Foundation;

4.1.3.  The control and supervisory body is the Supervisory Board (if established).

4.2.The General meeting of the Foundation’s Members shall have the right to establish and terminate permanent
and temporary auxiliary bodies in accordance with the Foundation’s areas of activity, and to approve
regulations governing these bodies.

5. GENERAL MEETING OF FOUNDATION MEMBERS
S.1.  The highest governing body of the Foundation is the General Meeting of Foundation Members
(hereinafter referred to as the “General Meeting” / “Meeting”).
S.2.  The General Meeting shall be convened by the Director of the Foundation as necessary, but at least once a
year. The General Meeting shall be held at the Foundation’s location or via videoconference, at the discretion of the
persons initiating the General Meeting. The General Meeting may be held at any other location only with the
unanimous consent of all Foundation Members.
5.3.  Anextraordinary Meeting may be convened by the Director’s of the Foundation own initiative, as well as at
the written request of the majority of the Foundation’s members. The Director of the Foundation shall, within a
reasonable period of time from the receipt of the written request, decide on the convening of an extraordinary
Meeting with an agenda proposed by the members or by the Director of the Foundation himself / herself, Members
shall have the right to request the convening of an extraordinary Meeting at any time and on any issue. If, within a
reasonable period of time, the Director of the Foundation has not complied with the specified request, the members
have the right to convene the Meeting themselves in accordance with the requirements of the current legislation,
notifying the other members in writing no later than 10 days before the convening of the General Meeting.
5.4.  The date and time of the Meeting and the agenda shall be communicated to the Foundation Members by the
Director of the Foundation in advance. Such notification may be sent to members by post or via an accessible
messenger service to the contact number specified in the application for membership of the Foundation or in the
application-notification of change of contact details. -
5.5.  The General Meeting shall have exclusive competence to decide on the following issues:
- - approval of the Foundation’s Charter;

- decision on amendments and additions to the Charter;

- decision on admission of new members to the Foundation and exclusion of members from the Foundation;

- electing and dismissing the Director of the Foundation;

- - electing and dismissing the Supervisory Board of the Foundation;

- making decisions on the merger, accession, division, transformation, and fiquidation of the Foundation;

- .making decisions on the establishment of eriterprises, institutions, organizations, establishments, and other

. legal entities by the Foundation. :
- approving the amounts and directions of charitable assistance on a momhly or quarlerlv basis (at the
discretion of the General Meeting) (in the absence of a Supervisory Board).
5.6.  Any other issues related to the Foundation’s activities may be submitted to the Meeting for consideration. -
5.7.  The Meeting shall be deemed valid if the majority of the Foundation members or their representatives are
present. ‘
5.8.  When voting at the Meeting, each member of the Foundation (its representative) shall have one vote.
5.9.  Decisions on the issues specified in clause 5.5. of this Charter shall be deemed adopted if they are voted for
by members holding a total of 2/3 of the votes of the total number of members attending the Foundation:s Meeting.
Decisions on other issues shall be adopted by a simple majority of votes of the members attending the Meeting.
5.40. Members have the right to appoint their representatives to participate in the Meeting. The powers of a
member’s representative shall be confirmed by a power of attorney issued in accordance with applicable faw.
Representatives may be permanent or appointed for a specific term. The members have the right to replace their
representative at any time by notifying the Foundation in writing. The members of the foundation have the nbht to
transfer their powers at the Meeting to another member or their authorized representative.
6. DIRECTOR OF THE FOUNDATION

6.1. The Director of the Foundation is the sole, permanent executive body of the Foundation.
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6.2.  The Director of the Foundation shall be elected by the General Meeting of the Foundation. The Director of
the Foundation may be one of the founders and/or members of the Foundation.

6.3.  The Director shall ensure the implementation of the decisions of the General Meeting of the Foundation and
the Supervisory Board (if established) and shall submit an annual report on the results of his/her activities.

6.4.  The Director of the Foundation:

— prepares and submits for discussion by the Supervisory Board of the Foundation (if established) or the
General Meeting of Members (in the absence of a Supervisory Board) the main directions of the
Foundation’s activities;

— approves the amount of entrance, membership, targeted, and other contributions;

— decides on the extraordinary convening of the General Meeting of Foundation Members;

— monitors the implementation of decisions of the General Meeting of Members or the Supervisory Board (if
established), and, if such decisions are not implemented, takes measures to ensure their implementation;

— iselected at the General Meeting of Foundation Members;

— exercises general management of the Foundation’s current activities;

— acts on behalf of the Foundation without a power of attorney;

— issues orders, concludes agreements, issues powers of attorney on behalf of the Foundation;

— opens and closes accounts with banks and/or financial institutions;

—  has the right to sign financial and accounting documents;

— performs legal acts (signs contracts, etc.) on behalf of the Foundation;

— carries out operational management of the Foundation’s property and funds, including on the basis of
decisions of the General Meeting of Members and/or the Supervisory Board (if established);

— organizes the provision of charitable assistance in accordance with the amounts and directions of its
provision approved by the Supervisory Board of the Foundation (if established) or the General Meeting of
Members (in the absence of a Supervisory Board); :

— represents the interests of the Foundation in relations with other persons; »

— represents the interests of the Foundation before state authorities and local self-government bodies;

— performs other actions related to the management of the Foundation’s current affairs;

— issues powers of attorney to represent the interests of the Foundation;

— determines and approves the staffing table of the Foundation, hires and dismisses employees of the
Foundation;

— within the limits of its powers, issues instructions and orders that are binding on the employees of the
Foundation;

— performs other functions related to ensuring the Foundation’s activities and ensures the implementation of
the Foundation’s current and future plans, charitable programs, statutory tasks, the effectiveness of its work,
and the implementation of decisions of the Foundation’s General Meeting and Supervisory Board (if
established).

6.5.  If the Director of the Foundation is a Member of the Foundation, such Director shall directly manage (icad)
the Foundation, whereby:

- no employment contract shall be concluded with the Member who directly manages the Foundation;

- the Member who directly manages the Foundation shall not receive remuneration for the performance of
his/her duties.

7. SUPERVISORY BOARD.

7.1.  The Supervisory Board is a body that has supervisory and advisory powers over the Foundation’s activities
in accordance with the requirements of the law and the Charter.
7.2.  The Supervisory Board consists of at least two members who are elected and re-clected by the General
Meeting for a term of three years. The Supervisory Board is headed by the Chairman of the Supervisory Board, who
is elected by the General Meeting. Members of the executive body cannot be members of the Supervisory Board of
the Foundation.
7.3.  The Supervisory Board controls and regulates the activities of the executive body and performs other
functions provided for in the statutes of charitable societies and charitable foundations.
7.4.  The Supervisory Board: ;

— oversees the Foundation’s activities; -
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. — appoints audits of the Foundation’s activities;
— approves the amounts and directions of charitable assistance on a monthly or quarterly basis (at the
discretion of the Supervisory Board).

7.5.  The Supervisory Board approves the charitable programs of the charitable organization and monitors the
compliance of the charitable organization’s activities and use of assets with its founding documents.
7.6.  The Supervisory Board shall meet as necessary, but at least once a year. Extraordinary meetings of the
Supervisory Board shall be convened at the request of any member of the Supervisory Board.
7.7.  The Supervisory Board shall be competent to adopt decisions if the majority of the elected members of the
Supervisory Board participate in its meeting. Decisions shall be adopted by a simple majority of votes of the
members of the Board present at the meeting. Decisions of the Supervisory Board shall be recorded in minutes
signed by the chairperson of the Supervisory Board.
7.8.  The Supervisory Board shall have the right to request that Foundation officials submit all necessary
materials, accounting and other documents to it.
7.9.  The Supervisory Board shall submit the results of the audits to the General Meeting for approval.

8. FUNDS RESOURCES AND PROPERTY
8.1.  The Foundation independently owns, uses, and disposes of its movable and immovable property, funds in
national and foreign currency, securities, intangible assets, land plots, and vehicles acquired on legal grounds.
8.2.  The members of the Foundation shall not be liable for the obligations of the Foundation. The Foundation
| shall not be liable for the obligations of its members. - ;
| - 8.3.  The Foundation’s property and funds are formed from the following sources:
- membership fees, contributions from citizens and legal entities of Ukraine and other countries, which are
received free of charge or in the form of non-repayable financial assistance or voluntary donations;

| - charitable contributions and donations of a targeted nature (charitable grants) provided by individuals and
4 legal entities in cash and in kind;

- proceeds from charitable campaigns to collect charitable donations, charitable events, lotteries, and

charitable auctions for the sale of property and donations received from benefactors, charitable fairs, etc.;

- passive income;

- grants and subsidies from state and local budgets, state target funds, etc.
8.4.  The Foundation shall have the right to perform any legal acts with regard to the property owned by it that do
not contradict the legislation of Ukraine and the Foundation Charter.
8.5.  The Foundation funds are at its full disposal and are used to fulfil its statutory tasks in accordance with the
current legislation of Ukraine. Expenses related to the Foundation activities, and the maintenance of its apparatus
are covered by the Foundation funds. The Foundation administrative expenses may not exceed the amount provided
for by the current legislation. _ :
8.6.  The financial activities of the Foundation are aimed at charity and are not considered entrepreneurial or
other profit-making activities. Proceeds from financial activities are used exclusively for charity and the
maintenance of the Foundation in the amounts and in the manner provided for by the legislation and the Foundation
Charter. _
8.7.  The Foundation shall enjoy independence in determining the terms and conditions of remuneration for its
full-time employees, concluding contracts, and using its own financial and material resources in accordance with the
requirements of the.law and the Foundation Charter.
8.8.  The Foundation shall have the right to engage in economic activities without the aim of making a profit,
which contributes to the achievement of its statutory objectives.

: 9. ACCOUNTING AND REPORTING OF THE FOUNDATION

9.1.  The Foundation and the legal entities established by it shall maintain operational and accounting records
and submit financial and statistical reports in accordance with the procedure and scope established by the current
legislation of Ukraine. The Foundation shall submit reports on its activities to state authorities in accordance with
the legislation of Ukraine and shall pay taxes and other mandatory payments to the budget within the time limits
established by law. :
9.2.  Information about the structure and amount of the Foundation’s income and expenses, as well as the
conditions for using assets for charitable activities, is not confidential information or a commercial secret.

N
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9.3.  The Foundation’s reports may contain information about the identity of donors or beneficiaries, subject to
the consent of the donors, beneficiaries or their successors or legal representatives, unless otherwise specified by
law.

10. PROCEDURE FOR AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING THE FOUNDATION'S STATUTES
10.1. Amendments to the Charter (Constituent Document) of the Foundation shall be made on the basis of a
decision (minutes) of the highest governing body of the Foundation (General Meeting of Members). Amendments
to the Charter of the Foundation shall be adopted by approving the Charter of the Foundation in a new edition,
unless otherwise specified by law.

10.2. The Foundation Charter shall be set out in writing, bound, numbered and signed by the Foundation
members or their authorised representatives.

11. TERMINATION OF THE FOUNDATION’S ACTIVITIES
11.1. The Foundation’s activities may be terminated through its reorganisation (merger, consolidation, division,
transformation) or liquidation in accordance with the procedure established by Ukrainian law and the Charter.
11.2.  Upon reorganization of the Foundation, its rights and obligations shall be transferred to its successors. The
Foundation may not be reorganized into a legal entity whose purpose is to generate profit.
11.3. The Foundation shall be liquidated:
— by decision of the General Meeting of Foundation Members;
— on the basis of a court decision;
on other grounds provided for by the current legislation of Ukraine.
~11.4.  The liquidation of the Foundation shall be carried out by a liquidation commission appointed by the
Meeting, and in cases of termination of the Foundation activities by a court decision, the liquidation commission
shall be appointed by the relevant authority that made the decision to liquidate the Foundation. From the moment of
the creation of the liquidation commission, the powers.to manage the Foundation shall be transferred to it.
11.5. In the event of termination of the Foundation (as a.result of liquidation, merger, division, accession or
transformation) its assets shall be transferred to one or more non-profit organisations, other legal entities providing
non-state pension provision in accordance with the law (for non-state pension funds), or credited to the budget
revenue by decision of the General Meeting,

12. FINAL PROVISIONS
12.1. The Foundation is a non-profit organisation that does not pursue any selfish goals and does not aim to
generate profits.
12.2. The Foundaticn is established for an indefinite period. :
12.3. Issues regarding the Foundation activities that are not specified in this Charter shall be governed by the
provisions of the current legislation of Ukraine and-the Foundation internal documents. o
